	1 Shout for joy to the LORD, all the earth: Find a place where you can pray out loud comfortably and pray for joy, sing for joy, shout for joy(
	2 Worship the LORD with gladness: has knowing the Lord made you glad?  Worship him…  Pray that you would know more…
	3 Come before him: Come just as you are. Know you are welcome. Pour out your heart to him…
	4 Know that the LORD is God: Spend 5 minutes in silence, asking the Holy Spirit to give you spiritual wisdom and insight so that you might grow in the knowledge of God
	5 It is he who made us:  Ask God to give you good things to say to yourself which come from him…  He made you, he loves you, YOU are special… Pray for Simiah & Jaycob Davis
	6 And we are his; we are his people: May God use the All Together Services –to say ‘to those who were called Not-My-People I will say, You are my people, & they will answer, You are our God.’  (Hosea 2.23)   Pray for Steve & Sue Davis

	7 We are the sheep of his pasture: ‘Priests are called to be servants and shepherds among the people to whom they are sent.’ Pray for the Clergy in our Parish that they would be faithful to their calling
	8 Enter his gates with thanksgiving: Find a place where you can pray out loud comfortably and thank God for what he has done and is doing in your life and in the life of our church. You may want to sing your thanks…
	9 Enter his courts with praise: Praise God for who he is… He is good, He is love, He is mighty, He is holy, He is just, He is faithful, He is the King of Kings, He is high and lifted up – Praise his holy name…
	10 For the LORD is good: ‘Taste & See that the Lord is good’ Psalm 34.8 – Pray that God would use us to offer people the opportunity to ‘taste’ and see for themselves the goodness of God 
	11 His love endures forever: Spend 5 minutes in silence, asking God to fill you with his Spirit – asking him to flood your whole being with his love
	12 His faithfulness continues through all generations: Pray for our ministry to men – especially today as they hear Tim’s story of how God’s faithfulness has followed him across continents… Pray for Geoff Dives 
	13 Shout for joy to the LORD, all the earth:  Pray for our worship today that we as a church would be released in praise.  Pray for Jackie & Gordon Donne 

	14 Worship the LORD with gladness: Pray for the joy of the Lord for yourself and one other person from our church family
	15 Come before him: Pray for 3 people that you would love to see responding positively to this invitation to come…
	16 Know that the LORD is God: Cast your burdens on Him – know that he is bigger than anything you could ever face…  Let go and let God…
	17 It is he who made us:  Pray for the children belonging to St John’s Church.  Pray for a growing awareness of God’s love for them.  Pray for the ones you know by name…
	18 And we are his; we are his people: Spend 5 minutes in silence, asking God to fill you with his Spirit, enabling you to know deep in your heart that you are his…
	19 We are the sheep of his pasture: Pray for all the women in our church whose husbands are yet to make a commitment to Jesus – that they too would be ‘sheep of his pasture’  Pray for Mary Drennan
	20 Enter his gates with thanksgiving: Pray for our worship today that we as a church would be released in praise and thanksgiving  Pray for Derek & Jacquie Durko

	21 Enter his courts with praise Pray for our ministry through Life Groups – that they would increasingly be centres of praise.
	22 For the LORD is good: Pray for the 11+ age group at to St John’s Church - that they would know God’s goodness as the Lord adds to their number…
	23 His love endures forever: Pray for Andrea rehearsing children for the Pentecost Dance – may God continue to use the creative arts to communicate his love 
	24 His faithfulness continues through all generations: Praise God for the way he provided for phase one of the church re-ordering & pray for his provision for the extension
	25 Spend 5 minutes in silence, asking God to fill you with his Spirit – for a fresh outpouring of his love.
	26 Pray for the Marriages in our church – for God’s protection, his strengthening, his grace and an outpouring of his blessing.  Pray for Georgina & Dave Dyer
	27  ‘You will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off—for all whom the Lord our God will call.” (Acts 2.38-39)
